Salisbury Junior Hockey Club Parent Welcome Pack

Salisbury Hockey Club provides opportunities for all young people, their parents and volunteers to become involved in hockey. The club encourages fun, participation, sportsmanship and the social aspects of sport to anyone interested in participating.

The aim of this pack is to provide parents, both new and existing with information about the club, the coaching and what you and your children can expect. Please note any reference to ‘parent’ in this pack refers equally to a child's guardian or carer.

Club Training

Training sessions for junior players are on held Sunday mornings and are split into two sessions:

· Minis (members up to 10 years old and under, covering those in school Year 5 and below) train at The Cathedral  School, access via the Cathedral Close, from 9.45am to10.45am.

· Older age groups (children from age 10 in school Years 6 and above) train at South Wilts Sports Club on Wilton Road from 9:30am to 11:00 am.

We also encourage all juniors in school Years 10, 11, 12 and 13 to take advantage of further developing their skills through attendance at adult training sessions (Wednesdays 7.00pm -8.30pm at South Wilts Sports Club) and by making themselves available to play in adult fixtures on Saturdays.

The hockey season runs from the first Sunday in September after the summer bank holiday weekend and ends just before the start of the Easter holidays. Each season we notify club members of any dates in half terms and other school holidays when we do not have training.

Please note that we ask the parents of our Minis to remain at the training ground for the duration of the session, due to their age.

To finish the season, we hold an event including a series of short, friendly matches (parents verses junior members), usually followed by a BBQ, are held at the club. Our annual prizes for the players of the year are awarded at this event.

Competitive Opportunities

Apart from training sessions on Sunday mornings, the club is involved in a series of matches (league, cup and friendly) throughout the season against other clubs in the surrounding area. We encourage everyone to play in these in order to develop the skills taught in a competitive environment. Fixture lists are prepared as near to the beginning of each new season as possible and will be available on the junior section of the website www.salisburyhc.co.uk.

Assistance from parents to help transport children to and from away games is always appreciated. For all games, supporters with encouraging voices are always welcome.

A match fee of £3.00 is due at all matches (home or away) to cover the cost of travel and pitch fees. The match fee is applicable to U12 teams and above only. If a junior member also plays in senior matches on Saturday, a match fee of £4.00 will also be levied on the Saturday. Any parent carrying a full car of players to away matches is entitled to reimbursement for petrol costs at the current senior club rate.

Player Development

The junior section monitors and assesses individual members’ performance during the year and provides feedback. Junior Development Centres are run during the season by the County Hockey Associations, and coaches will contact the parents of players who it is believed demonstrate the potential to benefit from them. The Junior Development Centres are the initial stage in the England Hockey 'Single System' development framework. Should any parent have queries relating to their child's performance or the England Hockey Single System they should contact their child's nominated coach in the first instance.

Membership Requirements

An annual membership fee is payable in order to participate in training sessions organised by the club. The current membership rates for 2010-2011 are:

· One junior member in the family £ 40.00

· Second or more junior member in the family £35.00

Membership fees are due as soon as possible from the beginning of the season and cover the cost of all training and coaching sessions at Salisbury Hockey Club. Players who have not paid the current season’s fee by the fourth week of attendance at training may be barred from attending training and will not be asked to play in competitive opportunities. Cheques should be made payable to “Salisbury Hockey Club” and handed to one of the committee members at training, primarily the membership secretary or the treasurer.

Salisbury Hockey Club are keen to encourage newcomers try out the game and to reflect this would like to invite them to attend their first three sessions as a free trial period without having to pay the annual membership fee. We would encourage you to contact the Junior Co-Ordinator before attending the session, to ensure that the relevant coach is expecting your arrival, and also to ensure that the session is going ahead as planned, but if you are unable to do this then please feel free to turn up to the appropriate Sunday morning session and make yourself known to one of the coaches.

Please note that membership fees for members aged 18 and under, who participate in senior training and games, should only be paid to the Junior section if they expect to play at least one game for the junior teams during the season. The membership fee for members under 18 who play solely for senior teams is £40 and should be paid to the senior section. No discount is provided for children who have a sibling in the senior club unless they also have a sibling in the junior section. This is due to the additional costs that are incurred in entering competitions by the senior club teams.

You will be provided with a membership form which includes a parent/guardian/carer consent form, requests medical information and contact numbers in case of emergency and demographic information. We require all members to complete and return a form as soon as possible each season in order to ensure that the club has up to date information. The form must be signed by a parent, carer or guardian, as applicable.

All members attending training must report for registration on arrival at the training ground before commencing training.

Club Kit

The Junior Section kit, for members over 10 years old, mirrors that of the senior club. The club colours are: 

· Girls (U12 and above):
Navy shirts, navy skirts and navy socks.

· Boys (U12 and above):
Yellow shirts, navy shorts and navy socks.

Club shirts are on sale at training sessions, please contact one of the coaches or Committee members. The current prices for girls shirts and boys shirts is £15.00. Socks are available from a sports shop, such as John Eadie in Catherine Street, Salisbury.

Children in the Minis age group will need navy tracksuits, tops, sweatshirts etc to play in the Minis tournaments which are held approx every month. These can be obtained cheaply from most school and supermarket outlets.

All players are expected to have their own kit, including sticks and footwear suitable for artificial turf pitches (no studs). A small number of sticks are available for new players trying the game out. 

Whilst the club endeavours to provide a safe environment for children to develop team playing and hockey skills, there is an inherent risk of some injuries. In order to minimise this, the club requires that your child wears shin pads and a mouth guard/ gum shield at every session. Due to hygiene and size considerations these cannot be provided by the club and must be your own. The club reserves the right to refuse to allow members without shin pads and/or mouth guard to participate in training sessions or games.

We recommend children are also provided with wet weather gear, a drink and warm clothing for both training and matches.
